What is “KNOWING GOD BETTER”  -  Module 1?

A series of 6 sessions, 75 minutes each, designed to be a flexible process to help parishes create:

· Discipleship - Helping Catholics to get more enthusiastic about their faith in Jesus Christ.

· Community - Creating and nourishing small groups where people can share and grow together.

· Evangelisation - Empowering Catholics to make more of a difference in the world around them.

People are hungry to know more about their faith and apply it to everyday life.  These sessions will help people get the experience of Sunday Mass into the nitty-gritty of their marriages, bringing up kids, dealing with elderly parents, the challenges of employment or unemployment, sickness or whatever.

The format is like a mini-mission.  Participants listen to a DVD presentation and the facilitators follow-up with comments, questions, and discussion.  The talks in this first module are given by David Payne, the Director of Catholic Evangelization Services, All Saints Pastoral Centre in the Diocese of Westminster.  The facilitator is Bill Targett, assisted by Fr. Robert O’Brien, of the Office of Lay Ministry.
