When the 6 weeks of Module 1 are over, is that the end of it?

If your parish enjoys these 6 sessions, you may want to continue with other topics, offering another module in the winter, and perhaps a third in the early spring.  

Each presentation includes stories of people's lives, icons, music, mime and practical tips on how to make Sunday Mass relevant to the challenges of marriage, family life and work.  The videos feature prominent speakers such as Father Raniero Cantalamessa, Archbishop Mark Coleridge, and theologian Dr. Marcelino D'Ambrosio.

Father Raniero Cantalamessa

Raniero Cantalamessa is a Franciscan Capuchin Catholic priest. Born in Ascoli Piceno, Italy, 22 July 1934, ordained priest in 1958; Doctor of Divinity and Doctor in classical literature.  In 1980, he was appointed by Pope John Paul II as Preacher to the Papal Household in which capacity he still serves, preaching a weekly sermon in Advent and Lent in the presence of the Pope, the cardinals, bishops and prelates of the Roman Curia and the general superiors of religious orders.


Archbishop Mark Coleridge

Noted scripture scholar, Mark Coleridge, is the Archbishop of Canberra and Goulburn, Australia.  Prior to this appointment, from 1998-2002, he worked in the Holy See’s Secretariat of State where he was also personal chaplain to the late Pope John Paul II.

Dr. Marcelino D'Ambrosio

Earned his Ph.D. in Theology under the direction of Avery Cardinal Dulles and is a regular contributor to Our Sunday Visitor and Catholic Exchange.  His presentations are rich, faithful to Catholic Tradition, yet presented in a very user-friendly, upbeat way.
